Agriculture Report

Did you know there are nearly 600 species of bees in Canada, and that
the honeybee was i mported to North
Bees are necessary in the production of one third of the food we eat by
pollinating our food crops, and honeybees do double duty by

providing us with honey.

An important factor for bees is access to adequate nutrition. Without
collecting enough good sources of nectar and pollen from flowers in the
warmer months, honeybee colonies face serious challenges during the
winter.

You can help honeybees survive and thrive by planting a pollinator

garden Select plants with different blooming periods to attract bees throughout the growing
season. Bees prefer purple, yellow, white and blue flowers with single fragrant blossoms. Leave the
dandelions in your lawn. In the early spring, dandelions will provide a food source when few other
sources are available.
